Due to its high connection to the “real” life of services, “practice education” is the
sphere of social work education, which has suffered stronger from the switch from
face-to-face to remote activities.

They have
renewed the relationships among the key actors of social work education, developed
new competencies and instruments, as well as massively increased the use of ICT.
